®  ltems 1-5 may be waived for those with an Associate of Arts or Associate of Science degree from a public regionally accredited Oklahoma
college or a bachelor’s degree or higher. Not waived for out-of-state associate degrees or Associate of Applied Science.

®  ltem 4 may also be met by two semesters of the same language in college or two years of the same language in High School. A High School Transcript
may be required.

® ltem 5is an OU-specific course and is considered a graduation requirement rather than a prerequisite. This is the only requirement that can be completed
while enrolled in the program if you do not complete the requirement before starting the program.

®  Item 6 may only be waived with a bachelor's degree or higher.
